1. Cailto Order.

Mayor Pro Tem, Curtiss Schonenberg, called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.
2. Pledge of Allegiance and Invocation.

Mayor Pro Tern Schonenberg led the Pledge of Allegiance and Invocation.

4. Citizen’s Presentations and Comments.1

Annie Mae Hargrove, who lives on Railroad Avenue, spoke to Council of her concern for the safety of thechildren on her street and in the general area of Midtown Park. She stated that there are no speed limitsposted near the park and that Railroad Ave. is used as a thruway. She asked that Council post speed limitand children playing signs in the area. Council is looking into safety concerns at all of the City parks.
5. City Manager’s Report.

City Manager, Donald Warschak, presented his City Manager’s Report which is attached to these minutes.During his update on unsafe and sub-standard housing inspections, he informed Council that he hadreceived a copy of an earnest money contract on the property at 740 Washington St. from Fran Moody andthat she was asking for 180 days to work on the building. Ms. Moody told Council that she had done someclearing on the property and that she had submitted a written plan to the City. She also stated that she islooking for someone to deconstruct the building and salvage the lumber. Mayor Pro Tern Schonenbergtold her that she should ask to have an agenda item added to a future meeting if she wanted Council toact.

Donald Warschak also told Council that Ford Stein has been hired as Code Enforcement Officer to replaceJerry Krenek who is retiring at the end of May.



6. Public hearing on the proposed school zones for the City of Columbus.

Mayor Pro Tern Schonenberg opened the Public Hearing on the proposed school zones at 6:46pm. City

Manager, Donald Warschak, explained that only the streets that would be designated as school zones

would be considered at this meeting and that actual speed limits would be determined later. He showed a

map of his proposed school zones and discussed with Council and Citizens present the various

alternatives. Councilman Rankin asked that in addition to the proposed streets that the City ask the State

to extend the school zone on FM 806 in front of the high school all the way to Walnut Street. Mr.

Warschak also said that he would like to ask the state to add a school zone on Walnut at Rampart Street

because a lot of students cross there from the Junior High. There was also support for extending the

school zones one block east on the west side of the Elementary School and St. Anthony’s School.

Mayor Pro Tern Schonenberg closed the Public Hearing at 7:10pm.
